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The Cheltenham Caravan Company welcomes you, as you join the ranks of
owners of Cheltenham caravans. We wish you to enjoy your caravan which is
built ‘for caravanners by caravanners’. We have been designing and using caravans
since 1919 and this handbook tells you how to look after yours so that it may
give years of satisfactory service.

Remember that it is a vehicle and thus calls for a small amount of regular main-
tenance. A new motorcar is given a free check for adjustments after being in use
for a short while and we believe that the same should apply to a caravan. So,
when you have been the owner for two months, or at 500 miles if this is reached
earlier, make an appointment with an authorised Cheltenham dealer. He will then
carry out at no cost, the services shown on the Free Service Voucher. If at any
time you require spare parts, write to "‘Spare Parts Department’” at the address
given on the back page. Always quote the Model and number (refer to the plate
on the drawbar shroud; we also ask you to note this on the stub on page 5). It is
important that a full description of what you require is given as often one part
may have several variations - we carry stocks of thousands of items so please be
explicit.

GENERAL OPERATING NOTES

VENTILATION

The Morlite is designed to give a light and airy atmosphere, affording super-
lative ventilation. It should only be closed completely when the van is on tow.
When the caravan is stationary it should always be at least a little open to
keep the interior cool; there is a large upstand of the roof around the roof-
light and a large overlap on the rooflight to prevent the ingress of rain. (In
extreme conditions of driving snow it may be necessary to close the Morlite.)
COOKER

The cooker should always be allowed to cool down before the lid is closed, :
otherwise warping may occur.

REVERSING

The reversing shoe is attached by means of a chain to the front of the towing
head. Place the shoe on top of the draw bar shaft between the towing head

and the towing head casting, thus preventing the overrun brakes from operating.
At the end of the manoeuvre remove the shoe.

RUBBISH

Rolls for rubbish bag holders. These are usually available through your
Cheltenham dealer or at many ironmongers, but they may be obtained from

the works if desired.
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MAINTENANCE

COUPLING ‘
Always keep a film of grease on the coupling ball. Regularly grease the sliding
shaft to which the coupling head is fixed. There are two grease nipples, one
being reached through the handbrake aperture in the shroud. Grease the brake
compensator (under the caravan floor in the centre).

Oil the safety-catch plunger, the several pivot points under the coupling assem-
bly, all hinges and the folding step if fitted.

With an old 1 inch paint brush, apply car engine ol to the threads of the corner
legs and the pivot points. Note that the legs are designed to steady the caravan
when sited and not to take the full weight.

JOCKEY WHEEL

The Jockey Wheel is lubricated on assembly. But note that, before towing away,
the handle should be turned in a clockwise direction as far as it will go. Then
raise the whole assembly, with the wheel pointing backwards, as high as it will
goand lock it i that position with the clamp screw on the side.

WHEELS

With the leg brace, check the wheel nuts for tightness. To remove a wheel, place
a low jack under the lower member of the triangulated chassis near the wheel,
where there is a vertical tying strut, and lower both legs on the opposite side of
the caravan. Remove the push-fit hub caps annually and check the grease. Do
NOT over fill. The independent suspension does not require the further lubri-
cation but should be inspected for wear after 12,000 miles towing. The

coil spring - hydraulic shock absorber units are carried in rubber bushes. These
require no lubrication but should be examined occasionally as they may eventually
perish.

BRAKES

To adjust the brakes, remove the wheel (see above) and line up the hole in the
face of the drum with the internal slotted adjuster. Approximately 7 o'clock
position on the near side and 5 o'clock on the off side. With a screwdriver turn
the “clicker'” until the brakes are fully on. Now turn back two clicks and the
wheel should spin freely. If necessary, adjust the handbrake position by means
of the nut and locknut in the stirrup at the forward end of the brake operating
rod. When the brakes are fully applied the handle should be approximately at
the fourth notch.

COACHWORK & FITTINGS

‘The waist-moulding s stainless and only needs polishing. Window frames are
aluminium alloy and should be kept polished with car body polish. If they have
been neglected use Morroware “Tri-glo” or a similar aluminium polish. The
internal panelling can be kept clean with a damp cloth and slightly soapy water.
The plastic treated roof lining may be washed gently with household detergent,
Upholstery should be dry cleaned.

Poor operation of gas lights and burners is often caused by dust in the jets.
Remove and blow them through. Examine flexible gas hoses regularly and if
doubtful replace. (Annual replacement is suggested.)

1fa refrigerator is installed it should be checked and cleaned annually by your
dealer. Examine the reducing valve washer each time a cylinder is changed.
Replace frequently.

Should you smell a gas leak, have it traced at once. If expert help is not available,
never use a lighted match but paint all joints with a soapy solution, to find the leak
LIGHTS

Check that all road lights are functioning.
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
